TOBR Air Show Tragedy 
 

The Martinsburg Air Show, "Thunder 

Over the Blue Ridge", sponsored by 

the 167th Airlift Wing of the WV Air 

National Guard, ended tragically this 

afternoon after one of the performers 

crashed during the show.  At the time 

of the crash, there were numerous ca-

dets present at the air show from the 

Martinsburg, Clarksburg, and Mercer 

Squadrons, in WV, as well as a group 

of cadets from the Hagerstown, MD 

squadron.  Unfortunately, several of 

the cadets were eyewitnesses to the 

fiery crash. 

  

Prior to arriving at the air show to as-

sist the Air Guard with various duties, I 

had given the cadets a  safety briefing, 

part of which included the advisory 

that if any emergency occurred during 

the air show, the cadets were to imme-

diately report to a central location for 

accountability purposes and then fol-

low the directions of the seniors in 

charge. 

  

 I am very proud to report that all the 
cadets followed their instructions to the 

letter and reported immediately to the 

rallying point and stood by for further 

orders.  Once the cadets were assem-

bled and things calmed down,  

the cadets were thoroughly debriefed 

about the incident and shortly thereaf-

ter, met with the Martinsburg Squad-

ron's Character Development Officer, 

Pastor Gary Gourley.  I believe that 

the critical incident response was han-

dled in a very professional manner by 

the senior members present, and I espe-

cially want to note Capt Gourley's 

quick and appropriate response to the 

incident.  I feel confident that all of the 

cadets' anxieties and reactions were 

dealt with in a very competent manner, 

although the effected Unit Command-

ers may want to have a follow-up dis-

cussion with their cadets who were in 

attendance. 

  

Again, I want to express my pride at 

the professionalism shown by the ca-

dets, the senior leaders, and Capt Gary 

Gourley, in the face of such a tragic 

accident.
